The Fellow will provide technical assistance and develop educational material and formal presentations with the goal of assisting more than 60 partners with implementing monarch butterfly habitat restoration projects.  The monarch butterfly is experiencing dramatic population declines due to a number of factors, including the loss of milkweed and prairie grassland habitat.
