The Fellow will implement priority tasks and actions outlined in the Northern Gulf of Mexico Sentinel Site Cooperative’s (NGOM SSC) work plan.  The NGOM SSC is comprised of researchers and managers working together to turn sea level rise and coastal inundation information into on-the-ground adaptation solutions.  The fellow will inventory sea-level rise observation infrastructure and conduct a gap analysis to identify where infrastructure is needed.
