They will attain GIS and monitoring datasets for Hyde County from various sources, which include publically available databases, refuge narratives and files, and academic partners who have worked on the refuge.  The Fellow will ground truth using GPS the presence of various hydrologic features in Hyde County for the purpose of developing better hydrologic models for the Lake Mattamuskeet watershed.  They will develop GIS libraries and databases that allow for the efficient retrieval and synthesis of monitoring information for the refuge and assist with the collection of other biological and hydrologic data on the Refuge.  This will support refuge management objectives by providing data in an electronic format that can easily be accessed and synthesized. Mattamuskeet NWR is one of the premier wintering waterfowl refuges in the Southeast, but is showing some declines in habitat and water quality.  The Refuge needs to improve its data management capabilities, which includes collecting additional hydrologic and biological data, developing an improved GIS and monitoring database, and streamlining the data collection process in order to better manage monitoring data and synthesize information.
