Project Description: hydrology monitoring, GIS, water management, wetland restoration;

The Fellow will compile and summarize past data on hydrology and water management at the Pocosin Lakes NWR.   They will create maps using ArcMap that show the status of hydrology restoration across the refuge and will highlight priority areas for future restoration or monitoring work.  The Fellow will write hydrology monitoring and water management recommendations based on their mapping work, meetings with stakeholders, and discussions with refuge and Ecological Services staff, updating the current draft Hydrology Management Plan. One of the primary objectives of Pocosin Lakes National Wildlife Refuge is to protect and restore its unique wetland system. The refuge is working with other federal agencies and partner organizations to continue restoration and to study the carbon sequestration capabilities of the carbon-rich peat soil.  The work described here is also critical to giving full consideration to all aspects of managing water on the refuge, educating all stakeholders, including private landowners, about the complex hydrologic system that occurs here.
