The US Fish & Wildlife Service (USFWS) Information, Planning, and Conservation decision support system (IPAC) can currently deliver Endangered Species Act species lists and detailed resource information. It will soon be able to provide project design recommendations, collect environmental baseline information, and provide for the completion of much of the Threatened and Endangered Section 7 consultation via the Internet. Development and utilization of the IPAC system is the top priority for the USFWS Region 5 (Northeast) Endangered Species program. To support that effort, the Fellow will compile biological/ecological resource needs data, literature and recovery plan information for seven ESA-listed species; conduct an organizational review of the information; enter resource needs into Excel spreadsheets; upload resource needs for each species into IPAC; and modify/update an IPAC manual for future use by other FWS staff. As part of the final presentation, the Fellow will recommend improvements to the IPAC system.
