The Fellow will be responsible for completing a revised version of a Partners in Flight Conservation Business Plan for Neotropical migratory songbirds wintering in the Central and South American Highlands, focusing on the cerulean warbler, golden-winged warbler, and Canada warbler as the primary conservation targets. The Conservation Business Plan will include a description of the primary conservation target species, geographic scope of the plan, prior and on-going work that informs this plan, conservation goals, and specific population and habitat objectives.  Conservation of declining migratory birds is one of the Service’s priorities.  The species that are the primary conservation targets for this project are on the Service’s list of Birds of Conservation Concern, which identifies migratory birds in need of immediate conservation attention in order to prevent them from becoming candidates for listing under the Endangered Species Act.  In addition, the Service initiated a Focal Species strategy for a limited number of migratory birds, including cerulean warbler and golden-winged warbler, to better measure our agency’s success in achieving programmatic priorities and mandates.
