Project Description: endangered plants, landscape scale conservation, endangered species recovery;

The Fellow will develop a draft recovery plan for the dwarf bear-poppy, an endangered plant species with unique endemic pollinators. They will first become familiar with plant recovery plans and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service recovery planning process. The fellow will be responsible for coordinating the recovery planning process with the species recovery team as well as the land owner entities where the species occurs including the Nature Conservancy, the State of Utah, and the Bureau of Land Management.  The fellow will take part in 1-2 field trips to see the species and its habitat and assist with surveys as needed.  After writing an initial draft of the document the Fellow will move the document through the review and editing process within the Utah Field Office and the Region 6 Office in Denver. The dwarf bear-poppy is increasingly subject to a multitude of threats including housing development, recreational use, loss of pollinator diversity, potential loss of primary pollinators, and climate change. Creation of an updated recovery plan for dwarf bear-poppy is fundamental to the ultimate recovery of the species and will allow for a coordinated recovery effort at the landscape level, particularly with the FWS’s state and non-federal partners.
