The Fellow will develop landscape models for the endangered Topeka shiner throughout their range in the Flint Hills of Kansas, using existing NETMAP mapping tools and data.  They will quantify the effects of anthropogenic alterations to habitats limiting Topeka shiner populations and that are preventing re-establishment of populations in historic habitat. The Fellow will collaborate with university researchers, other federal and state agencies, and FWS biologists from a variety of programs to develop models, collect and analyze data, and develop decision support tools to recover Topeka shiner populations in the Flint Hills.  Recovery efforts for the Topeka shiner will also benefit other native prairie fishes and freshwater mussels in the region.
