The Fellow will document and evaluate existing visitor estimation techniques at Rocky Mountain Arsenal National Wildlife Refuge and Bear River Migratory Bird Refuge.  They will work with FWS regional and visitor services staff and use the Service Visitation Estimation Workbook and other applicable resources to draft recommendations for future visitation estimation techniques that can more accurately estimate visitation at these two refuges.
