Project Description: migratory birds, waterfowl, bird banding, nesting ecology, reproductive success;

The Fellow will assess breeding and nesting ecology of common goldeneye ducks in Interior Alaska. The project is a cooperative endeavor with the Alaska Department of Natural Resources on the Chena River State Recreation Area, near Fairbanks, Alaska. The Fellow will monitor the use of over 150 nest boxes along the sloughs, oxbows, ponds and lakes associated with the Chena River.  The Fellow will identify, measure and band all migratory birds using nest boxes including common goldeneye, common merganser, bufflehead, boreal owl, and American kestrel. Nesting biology and reproductive success will be monitored.  The Fellow will author a scientific report about their findings. The management and conservation of migratory waterfowl are core functions of the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service. The project involves collaboration with a suite of conservation partners including the Alaska Department of Natural Resources, the U.S. Geological Survey Alaska Science Center, the Sea Duck Joint Venture, University of Nevada Reno and others.

Minimum Education Level and Major Requirement Required:
Undergraduate rising senior completing a degree in Wildlife Biology, Wildlife Ecology, Natural Resource Management, or Biology.
Key Requirements:  
Coursework in avian ecology, ornithology, or wildlife management; coursework in statistics; education and experience in the preparation of scientific/technical reports; experience in the development of plans and guidelines for collecting and compiling specified data
Experience collecting basic information on wildlife populations such as species identification and enumeration, habitat use, sex and age structure, seasonal movement, and harvest characteristics
Experience in living and working in remote field camps where work conditions are hazardous and access to medical assistance is limiting; experience hiking in rough terrain under inclement weather conditions
Desired Skills/Experience:
Because the field work is conducted at very remote locations, the Fellow must have a high level of maturity, show attention to detail, and be safety conscious; experience in safely conducting field operations, since many remote camps are located in bear country or occur in locations where work conditions are hazardous and access to medical assistance is limited.

Experience working in remote field sites, lacking access to modern amenities including running water; must demonstrate tolerance and patience with others while living and working as part of a small crew in closely-confined quarters.
 
Good physical condition required; work can be physically demanding; work schedule is irregular, with long days, including holidays, weekends, and evenings, in inclement weather conditions.
