This Togiak NWR project will result in an overall general plan to remove tons of trash from the Refuge, much of which is a largely road-less region slightly smaller than the state of New Jersey.  The Fellow will develop a plan to inventory and remove trash located throughout Togiak NWR and on neighboring Native Corporation lands, with an emphasis on locations within designated Togiak Refuge wilderness.  They will develop a Wilderness Minimum Requirements Analysis to determine appropriate means of trash removal from federally designated wilderness.  Lastly they will implement a trash removal project from at least one wilderness lake on the Refuge.
