Arctic NWR protects the nation’s largest caribou herd, along with muskox, endangered polar bear and is globally significant habitat for millions of migratory birds.  Kenai NWR receives more visitors than all but four refuges in the entire Refuge System and is an easy drive from Anchorage, Alaska’s largest and most diverse urban center. Alaska Maritime NWR harbors millions of seabirds and thousands of marine mammals. Despite these amazing wildlife superlatives and many more, Alaska National Wildlife Refuges are not well understood or appreciated by the American people, and even less so by Alaskans. The Fellow will work closely with a variety of FWS staff at multiple levels, as well as the Service’s non-profit partners, the Friends of Alaska National Wildlife Refuges Group (FANWR) and the National Wildlife Refuge Association.  Friends Groups are invaluable partners in connecting people to the entire NWR System.  The Fellow will develop recruitment strategies to diversify and grow the FANWR; design an outreach plan for the next 12 months, including a year-long social media campaign to engage new audience active participation in the FANWR and greater understanding of Alaska NWRs; design a training program for the FANWR to increase new media and technology skills; and work with FANWR to organize outreach and volunteer events in Fairbanks, Alaska. The Fellow will also assist with implementing the state’s largest nature festival as the FANWR takes on the role of primary festival partner with the Alaska Maritime NWR. This project builds capacity in the National Wildlife Refuge System’s greatest partners and supporters, and allows the FWS to more effectively meet all our priorities through these critical non-profit partners. This project also supports the agency’s diversity and inclusion goals, and goals of connecting people with nature, locally, regionally, nationally and globally.  The Fellow will work to increase direct engagement with all residents of Alaska, increasing support for controversial management decisions and protecting wildlife and their habitat in these vast untouched landscapes.
