Project Description: seabirds, ashy storm-petrel, nest monitoring, invasive plant control;

Working on the largest seabird colony on the Pacific Coast, the Farallon Islands, the Fellow will conduct treatments to control exotic invasive plant species that damage nesting habitat for the rare Ashy Storm-Petrel, a crevice-nesting seabird, and other seabird species.  The fellow will monitor the impacts of exotic plant removal on seabird nesting success. The Fellow will also conduct surveys of artificial crevice-nest structures used by bird species to test their effectiveness in improving overall nesting success.  The Ashy Storm-Petrel is a species of concern for the FWS, with the Farallon Islands hosting the world’s largest breeding colony.
