Sea level rise due to both a warming climate and coastal land subsidence is already impacting National Wildlife Refuges on the Pacific Coast.  Working at the Humboldt Bay NWR Complex in Northern California, the Fellow will carry out a literature review and bibliography on coastal dune processes, including dune morphodynamics; and the role of vegetation in foredune formation; the impacts of potential sea level rise; sea level modeling and monitoring; and potential adaptation strategies to rising sea level.  They will participate in topographic/vegetation monitoring of beach foredune profiles along the Eureka littoral cell, analyzing the data in ArcMap and author a report summarizing the results.  The Fellow will make a presentation of their analysis to a local land manager/scientists/stakeholder group – the Humboldt County Dune Cooperative. The baseline data collected by the Fellow will serve as a starting point for identifying regional seal level rise vulnerabilities and formulating potential adaptation strategies for Humboldt Bay NWR Complex and other neighboring land managers along the Northern California Coast.
