Working on the Kern and Pixley NWRs in California’s southern San Joaquin Valley, the Fellow will develop a vegetation monitoring regime to quantify habitat suitability indices for federally listed threatened and endangered species inhabiting the refuges, including the San Joaquin Kit Fox, the Blunt-nosed Leopard Lizard and the Tipton’s Kangaroo Rat. There has never been a long-term methodology protocol established to quantify the upland habitat suitability or the effects of refuge management practices on the threatened and endangered species on either refuge.  The project will support the FWS priorities of the reserving, restoring, and enhancing habitat and natural ecosystems of all threatened and endangered species inhabiting the National Wildlife Refuge System.
